2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interests.
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment
Mr. Morrison informed the council that he had forwarded to the SLDC planning department the reply from the Planning Inspectorate regarding the Cowran Farm field. This stated that once the appeal decision had been issued, the inspectorate had no further jurisdiction and that responsibility lies with the local planning authority. Mr. Morrison requested that the planning authority took the appropriate action and reported that work had commenced in the field. Mr. Morrison brought to the attention of the council the ‘Locally Important Projects’ funding from South Lakeland District Council.
Mr. Douglas informed the council that a team is considering continuing the production of a community newsletter.
County Councillor Mrs. Willis reported via email that a resident has reported difficulty in walking with a pram on the pavement from Lindal to Cross-a-Moor due to an overgrown hedge. Mrs. Willis contacted Highways England who advised that the hedge was the responsibility of the landowner. PCSO Helen Madden also kindly investigated and discovered that the hedges could not be trimmed between March and August due to the possible presence of bird’s nests unless the hedge is thoroughly checked for their presence beforehand. Mrs. Willis suggested writing a letter to the 
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landowner requesting that the hedge should be trimmed as soon as possible in September and again before March. It was decided that this should be added to the agenda for the next meeting to determine the wording for the letter.
District Councillor Mr. Butcher reported via email his concerns regarding parking at Pennington School. It was decided to request the painting of zig zags on the Rowe Head Railway Bridge to prevent parents parking there. Parking on the junction by the school was also an issue. Clerk to contact County Councillor Mrs. Willis and PCSO Helen Madden to request the painting of zig zag lines.
PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that the incidents of note in the parish consisted of two road traffic collisions involving two cars in Lindal with minor damage/minor injury occurrence. There was one damage only road traffic collision involving three cars in Swarthmoor. Traffic disruptions involved a dog and a manhole cover. There was one anti-social behaviour incident involving a noisy party.

There was one common assault with parties being known to one another and the offender charged. Dog fouling patrols were continuing with the SLDC Enforcement Officer. PCSO Madden also visited Loppergarth with the enforcement officer to access abandoned vehicles. Pennington School has received £100 towards warning sign costs as a result of the Coniston 14 funding application. A Community Safety and Cycle Marketing Event was scheduled to be held on 22nd July at Gleaston Village Hall. 
County Councillor Mrs. Willis reported that £960 of her CCC Members Funding had been allocated to Pennington School towards new playground markings.
5. Community Led Plan

Mrs. Thompson reported that the proposed Community Led Plan questionnaire was amended according to comments and emails received. Questionnaires had been produced for the sample group and a clear envelope is proposed to be used. The next meeting on 1st August will look at comments and common themes and the questionnaire will continue to be adjusted and refined.

6.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received
b)Mr. Metcalfe advised that the side panel of the bus stop outside 32/34 Ulverston Road was losing its transparency making it difficult for him to exit his drive. Mr. Morrison advised that a lexon panel was a possible solution as it is shatterproof. An enquiry had been made to the council’s insurance company regarding covering volunteers working on the renovation of the bus shelter. The insurance company would require them to be qualified and conversant with roadside working practices. Mrs. Thompson informed the council that Mr. Thompson was qualified in roadside working practice and would provide advice. Clerk to obtain quote from Wards Glass for a replacement lexon panel and Mr. Thompson to advise on roadside working practice.
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7.   Loppergarth

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received. 
b)A letter had been received from the Loppergarth Playground Committee enquiring whether the council would allow the £500 pledged to the WREN application to be used towards a new multifunctional piece of playground equipment to replace the climbing net and monkey bars. The councillors were very pleased to approve the request. Clerk to inform the playground committee
The Loppergarth Playground Committee had also contacted County Councillor Mrs. Willis regarding the £1300 held by the council for the playground. Mrs. Willis had obtained confirmation that the money could be used to fund new playground equipment.   

8.  Sunnyside & Parish Rooms

The new Parish Rooms gate had been installed with an undercoat of paint. The Chairman received a phone call from Mrs. Grantham kindly offering to paint the gate. It was decided that this offer should be accepted. Chairman to ring Mrs. Grantham.
The Victoria Cross ceremonial cover had also been mounted in a wooden frame. It was decided that it should be placed on top of the safe until the Parish Rooms were redecorated once it was felt that the damp problem had been rectified.
