1.   Apologies

2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interest. 
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment
Mr. Douglas had provided an update on the Pennington Memorial Hall upgrade. The first feasibility study was scheduled with the architect for 24th February 2016. The architect would then contact community members including the parish councillors. The parish councillors agreed to this. 

County Councillor Mrs. Willis reported that work had been carried out on the road by Rowe End Farm but a pot hole remained, the work near Horrace Farm was complete and the exact location of the repair at Broad Dale had been found. Four out of five drains had been cleared at Pennington and the accumulation of water in the dip in the road by Birkrigg Park would be reviewed next year. A trench had been fixed on Main Road between Park Road and Trinkeld and two grit bins at Gamswell Farm had been provided from Mrs. Willis’ budget. The road by Whinfield had been closed due to a sink hole.
PCSO Helen Madden had emailed the monthly crime figures for 18th January 2016 to 11th February 2016. There were eleven calls for service made up primarily of highway disruption, flooding and road related offences. Crimes of note were two incidents of criminal damage to motor vehicles, one fraud incident and one public order incident due to the escalation of a neighbour dispute. PCSO Madden also reported that she had attended Pennington School to present internet safety day talks to years four, five and six and that she was continuing dog fouling patrols.
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5.  Cross-a-Moor

County Councillor Mrs. Willis reported that a roundabout was the preferred solution for the traffic problems at Cross-a-Moor.
6. Community Led Plan
Mrs. Scrogham, Mrs. Thompson and Mr. Douglas attended a community led planning event on 19th January 2016 at Brathay Hall, Ambleside. Mrs. Thompson reported that there was a presentation on community led planning with input from communities who have achieved change as a result of their community led plan process. Links with devolution and locally led services were discussed together with funding options for community led planning. 
A steering committee meeting had also taken place with a process for the allocation and signing off of actions being set up. It was intended that professional assistance would be sought for the correct and appropriate wording of the questions to be presented to the community.
7.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received. Mr. Morphet agreed by letter to the Chairman to share the cost of repairing the hole in the stone wall by the youth shelter. Mr. Stretch had obtained a quote for £180 for the work which was approved. Mr. Strtech to arrange for the work to be carried out.
b)The Moorgarth notice board had been repaired. 
8.   Year End

It was agreed that Mr. Crammond should be asked to carry out the internal audit of the parish accounts. Clerk to contact Mr. Crammond.
9.  Sunnyside & Parish Rooms

The work to repair the stone gate stoop between Sunnyside and the Parish Rooms was complete. The repair to the Parish Rooms roof was still outstanding as the roofers contacted were unavailable to carry out the work. Further tradesmen were selected to be contacted.
10.   Walney Extension Community Fund
Mrs. Thompson attended the Walney Extension Community Fund Event and reported that a Community Led Plan could be useful evidence in applying for funding.
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11.   District Association Meeting
Mrs. Thompson and Mrs. Scrogham attended the District Association Meeting hosted by Cumbria County Council. The Public Health Locality Manager for South Lakeland gave a presentation on implementing a health and social wellbeing system in South Lakeland giving the projected changes in age demograph for the area. It was thought that advice should be sought from the officer for the wording of questions for the Community Led Plan.
12.   Loppergarth

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received. 
b)Mrs. Millard reported that a tentative price of over £39,000 had been obtained from Playdale to renew the Loppergarth Playground equipment. With the required metal boundary fence included, the amount would reach around £54,000 requiring £5,400 of funding to be raised. As owner of the Loppergarth Playground, the parish council would now be required to submit the bid as the criteria had been amended by WREN. The bid would be formulated by the Loppergarth Community Group for submission by the council and this was agreed. The deadline date was given as 8th June 2016 with a decision date of 26th October 2016.
Mrs. Millard indicated that the Pennington School and nursery would be contacted in order to evaluate the type of equipment required. In addition, a questionnaire would be circulated amongst the parents and would be utilised as proof of consultation in the bid process.

13.   Highway Repairs
It was reported that there was a hole in the A590 by the manhole near the bus stop near the Miners Arms. There was a pot hole near High Carley Villas. The highways hotline number is 0845 609 6609.
14.   Local Area Partnership

a) Mrs. Scrogham reported that the flooding issue was discussed at the Local Area Parnership meeting. As a result, a supply of sand and sand bags had been offered to the Loppergarth Community Group if a suitable storage facility were to be identified. There was a presentation on Localism to encourage communities to adopt the running of local services. The recycling of plastic and cardboard was about to commence with the distribution of weighed bags for use in the pavement collection.
