2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interest. 
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment
County Councillor Mrs. Willis reported that the Pennington School drainage and the Kingsley Avenue issues were due to be rectified this financial year. District Councillor Mr. Butcher reported that he had also been lobbying to rectify the problem at Pennington School. He had also received an assurance that the overgrown hedge adjacent to the pavement between Cross-a-Moor and the school would be cut as it was reported that children were forced to walk on the road. The fence on the end of Crosslands Close had been repaired.

Mr. Stretch and Mr. Aldus reported that the overgrown hedges on the Main Road at the junctions with Park Field and Park Road were causing a visual obstruction for motorists. District Councillor Mr. Butcher offered to visit the residents to request that they trim the hedges. Mr. Butcher to visit residents.
Mr. Morrison gave a letter to the clerk to read to the room from the residents of Fairfield. It contained a cheque for £30 for the Pennington Memorial Hall appeal with a request to forward it to the appropriate party. 
The clerk had received a letter from a resident regarding dogs loose on the road in Pennington. PCSO Madden visited the owner and gave suitable advice regarding her dogs. The owner’s details were passed to the SLDC Enforcement for her information and it was explained to the owner that the situation would be monitored. 
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5.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received. 
b) As a resident had received planning permission for vehicular access onto the front garden, the proposed original site of the puffin crossing in the area of number 52 and 54 Ulverston Road was deemed unsuitable. The clerk was informed that a further review of the proposed crossing had taken place to establish an alternative site. The nearest place was identified 100m to the west of the original site between number 66 and number 68 Ulverston Road. An alternative site to the east of the original site was not identified.
The parish councillors agreed that this proposed site was unsuitable as it was too far away from the houses of the residents who would need to cross the road. These would be elderly residents walking from Fox Street who would not want the extra walk up the road to use the proposed crossing.
c)As several proposed housing developments in the area could impact on the traffic using Main Road, Mrs. Scrogham suggested that a vehicle counter could be installed on the road during term time to measure the current usage. This information could then be used if the proposed developments reached the planning application stage.
County Councillor Mrs. Willis offered to produce the funding from her allowance. The parish councillors agreed to pay if Mrs. Willis was unable to.

d)Mr. Aldus reported that a street sign on Park Avenue was missing and another one was illegible.  Mr. Aldus to give the details to District Councillor Mrs. Airey.

e)Mr. Aldus reported that a quote had been obtained for £85 for the bus shelter opposite the Miners for a seat which bolts onto the pavement. This was approved. It was suggested that Mr. Aldus could obtain quotations for cleaning the bus shelters.
Mr. Aldus to arrange seat installation and obtain cleaning quotations.
6.   Loppergarth

The Loppergarth playground report had been received. 
7. Community Led Plan

Mrs. Thompson reported that the team were meeting to map community assets in more detail and further refine the questionnaire. The next meeting was scheduled for 26th July 2016.
8.  Sunnyside & Parish Rooms

Mrs. Scrogham reported that she had found a possible buyer for the old metal framed wooden seated chairs. The meeting was adjourned for Mr. Stretch and Mr. Aldus to 
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perform the Sunnyside yearly appraisal. During this time the gentlemen in attendance at the meeting moved the fire surround and wardrobe from the first floor room to the front garden beside the gate. Mr. Diss kindly offered to dispose of the objects.

Mr. Stretch and Mr. Aldus reported that a new barrel was required for the Sunnyside front door. Mr Stretch to obtain the cost of the barrel replacement.
