2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interests.
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment
Mr. Morrison informed the council that the field where the appeal had been successful to build an agricultural building was being used as a storage area. The hedge was also due to be reinstated. Photographs of this area had been taken in 2014 and it was decided that current photographs would be taken by Mrs. Scrogham and sent to the authorities. Mrs. Scrogham to take photographs of the field.
Mr. Morrison conveyed residents’ concerns that the Community Led Plan meetings should be held on parish council property so that members of the public not resident in the parish could not provide input. Mr. Morrison also reiterated that the Community Led Plan questionnaires should be distributed in a sealed envelope and a sealed envelope provided for the response. Mr. Morrison also felt that there should not be an incentive to complete the questionnaire and the sealed responses should be opened at a parish meeting. Mr Morrison was reassured that his points would be considered at the next community led plan meeting and that the committee was taking guidance from Cumbria County Council and ACTion with Communities in Cumbria.
It had been reported that there was a possible problem with the electrical connections in the Loppergarth telephone box. It was also mentioned that this light was extremely useful at night time. Mr. Stretch to arrange an electrician to rectify the problem.

A consultation was ongoing regarding the proposed removal of the telephony service from BT which included the telephone box outside 64/64B Ulverston Road, Swarthmoor. The council agreed to apply to adopt the telephone kiosk. Mrs. 
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Thompson suggested that the Swarthmoor Community Group be asked if they could

utilise this facility. Clerk to apply to adopt the telephone kiosk and contact the Swarthmoor Community Group.
District Councillor Mr. Butcher reported that he had complained about the roads in Furness. County Councillor Mrs. Willis reported via email that she had, with PCSO Helen Madden, established two new cold calling zones around Park Field & Park Avenue. The Red Lane drainage issue was still to be programmed. A provisional new soakaway was scheduled for February 2017 at Pennington School to alleviate the drainage problem. The refreshing of the road markings at the school had also been requested. The resurfacing from the junction with Main road to no. 38 Park Field was to be scheduled. Cumbria County Council was still looking to progress the study to reduce the cost of the proposed Cross-a-Moor roundabout.  Mrs. Willis reported that she had offered funding from her Members Highways Fund towards the cost of study.
Mrs. Scrogham had circulated a report via email on the Flood Resilience LAP she attended.
5.  Lindal

A Holding Direction had been placed by Highways England on the proposed Lindal concrete batching plant until 19th December 2016. This was to ensure that the flooding on the road between Bank Terrace and Green Lane had been satisfactorily rectified. This work, however, had commenced and was due to be completed on 17th March 2017.
The issues with regard to a potential huge increase in HGV traffic on the A590 as a result of the North West Connections Project and the proposed concrete batching plant was scheduled as an item for discussion at the next Local Area Partnership meeting.
6.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received
b) Mr. Stretch reported that he had tried to contact an electrician to disconnect the electricity supply to the bus shelter near the Miners Arms, Swarthmoor. Mr. Stretch to arrange to have the electrical supply disconnected.
7.   Loppergarth

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received.  
b)District Councillor Mr. Butcher reported that the Community Pay Back Service had cleared the grass from the Rowe Head to Loppergarth footpath. Both Mr. Butcher and the Loppergarth Community Group had sent letters of thanks to the service. It was decided that the parish council should also send a letter of appreciation. Clerk to send a letter to the Community Payback Service.
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8.  Sunnyside & Parish Rooms

a)Unfortunately, the damp problem on the chimney breast was spreading. It was decided that the gutters should be checked and quotations obtained to re-point the back wall of the Parish Rooms. Clerk to arrange for work to be carried out.
9. Community Led Plan

Mrs. Scrogham read the article composed to appear in the Community News and on the parish Facebook page. It gave an explanation of the Community Led Plan, achievements to date and an appeal for more committee members with details regarding the next meeting. The Chairman remarked that suggestions from residents could be conveyed to members and parish councillors without attending the meeting. This was added to the article. Mrs. Scrogham reported that positive ideas had been obtained from the results of the mini questionnaire. It was also proposed that meetings would be held in different areas of the parish to enable residents in all areas to feel as if they were included.
10. SLDC Remuneration Panel
The council had received the SLDC Parish Remuneration Panel Report and recommendations for the year from 1st April 2017 until 31st March 2018. It was distributed by email to the parish councillors. As required, copies were available for inspection by members of the public and notices detailing the report had been placed on the parish notice boards. The parish councillors considered and adopted the Parish Remuneration Scheme.
