2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interests.
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment
Mr. Morrison made an enquiry regarding progress on the field where the appeal had been successful to build an agricultural building which was now being used as a storage area. Clerk to contact District Councillor Mr. Butcher to obtain the response from his enquiry with the planning department.
Mr. Morrison conveyed residents’ concerns regarding an article in the Westmorland Gazette describing plans to rejuvenate Burneside stating that residents are currently happy with the area and would not welcome such a development in Pennington Parish. Mr. Morrison was reassured that the residents of Burneside would have been consulted as part of the Neighbourhood Plan.

District Councillor Mr. Butcher reported via email that he would donate £500 of his members fund to the defibrillator appeal.

County Councillor Mrs. Willis reported that she had received confirmation from Green urban that electricity from a lamp post could be utilised to power the Trinkeld defibrillator. Wind power and solar power which had been considered could not be used due to the trees in its present position. The street sign would be replaced on Park Avenue and the sign on Birkrigg Close would be improved. Enquiries were continuing with United Utilities with regard to the possible use of Pennington Reservoir to alleviate the risk of flooding. 
PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that the incidents of note in the parish 
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consisted of four road traffic collisions with no injury or minor injury, one criminal damage occurrence to a motor vehicle and cold calling consisting of buying and selling jewellery and antiques. Crime prevention measures consisted of laser/speed
awareness sessions continuing on Ulverston Road and Main Road and a Speed Indicator Device on the A590 at Cross a Moor. Internet safety sessions were planned at Pennington School where the parking and access issues continued to be monitored. 
5.  Lindal

A Holding Direction had been placed by Highways England on the proposed Lindal concrete batching plant until 20th February 2017. This was to ensure that the flooding on the road between Bank Terrace and Green Lane had been satisfactorily rectified. This work, however, had commenced and was due to be completed on 17th March 2017.
County Councillor Mrs. Willis stated that she was due to have a meeting with Highways England and Tim Farren MP. She would raise the issue of the proposed concrete batching plant at the meeting and would speak at the planning committee meeting when the planning application was considered.
6.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received
b) Mr. Stretch reported that he was still trying to arrange for an electrician to disconnect the electricity supply to the bus shelter near the Miners Arms, Swarthmoor and rectify the electrical supply problem in the Loppergarth telephone box.

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received.  
8.  Sunnyside & Parish Rooms

a)Mr. Dawson had very kindly visited the Parish Rooms during rainy days to access the damp problem. He advised that the chimney breast wall on the first floor needed to breath and advised that the wallpaper should be removed and the wall painted when the wall had dried out. He also replaced a rotten upright on the fence by the Parish Rooms front door. 
9.  Development Brief Supplementary Planning Documents

Mrs. Thompson advised that the proposed Cross-a-Moor development still formed part of the Development Brief though adjustments had been made to the proposed landscaping as a result of the consultation. However, important issues remained regarding the use of good quality agricultural land for house building, the capacity of 
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the sewerage system, the geology of the local landscape, the access onto the A590 and 
the impact of increased vehicles numbers using side roads, the road safety of residents and children walking to the local primary school, drainage, the impact of one hundred and fifty one housing units on rural land and the lack of resources / facilities in the local area. 

It was agreed that the council would make a further firm reply to the consultation pointing out these concerns.
10.  CALC Meeting

Mrs. Thompson reported on the CALC meeting attended by herself and Mrs. Scrogham, the details of which had been circulated to the councillors via email.

By 2020 Cumbria County Council will have made savings of £240 million with cuts of £48 million still outstanding. The council priorities have been split into five strands consisting of children, adults, communities, infrastructure and efficiency. There continues to be a strong focus on area based working to enable communities to help shape their local services. There would be collaboration with the Cumbria Association of Local Councils and the Local Area Partnerships to identify local priorities, develop partnerships with parish councils, improve communication and continue to engage in the development of specific projects. One very helpful piece of information was a breakdown of the partnership work carried out by CCC/ SLDC in each parish. Pennington Parish has been supported by colleagues with the formulation of the Community Led Plan and organising the Victoria Cross Paving Slab and Ceremony.

Mrs. Thompson distributed a copy to everyone of the Draft Development Management Policies Document which is part of the SLDC Local Plan.
