2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interests.
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment

Mr. Morrison very kindly presented the parish council with a cheque for £30 to be divided equally between Pennington School, the Parish Church and the Swarthmoor Playground. The parish council maintains the latter. Clerk to send letters and accompanying £10 cheque to the school and the church.
Mr. Stretch made an enquiry regarding the disposal of an area of South Lakeland District Council land behind 54, Ulverston Road, Swarthmoor. Clerk to request an update on the land disposal.
PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that the incidents of note in the parish consisted of a road traffic collision with no injury involving a heavy goods vehicle and a car on the A590 near the Miners Arms. There was a road traffic collision on Pennington Lane involving two vehicles with minor damage and no injury. There was a reported incident of cold callers selling fish on Park Road. There were two concerns for welfare and complaints were received regarding dog fouling on the Trinkeld Estate. PCSO Madden informed the council that parking and access problems were being monitored at the school with further patrols planned for March/April. Joint patrols were planned with SLDC enforcement to monitor the areas for fly tipping where the community bins had been removed. Further speed laser gun sessions were planned for Carley Lane.
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The clerk reported that the Transparency Fund grant application had been successful.
5. Community Led Plan

Mrs. Scrogham reported that the pre-launch event would be held on 22nd March 2018 at the Pennington Memorial Hall. Postcards detailing the Cummunity Led Plan and advertising the event had been inserted into the latest edition of the Community Chat magazine. Rose Lord, the Development Officer for ACTion with Communities in Cumbria (ACT), would speak at the event to give an overview of what can be achieved through the Community Led Plan.
6.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received. 
b) Mr. Stretch met David Kirby, the Cumbria Highways Senior Network Technician, and demonstrated the difficulty exiting Parkfield onto Main Road due to a hedge impairing vision. Mr. Kirby shared Mr. Stretch’s concerns and sent a letter to the owner of the hedge. He will follow this up with a site visit to check if the works have been carried out after the twenty-one day period has passed.  If the works are then not complete he will follow through with further enforcement measures. 

7.   Loppergarth

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received. District Councillor Mrs. Airey reported via email that she had donated £500 from her allowance to the Loppergarth Playground equipment fund.
b)A resident had reported that slabs had been installed in front of the gates at the side entrance to 3, Main Street, Loppergarth. Information from the Land Registry confirmed that the residents did not own the affected land. Cumbria County Council surveyed the path and concluded that the slabs were off the walked alignment of the path and no danger to pedestrians.
