2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

Mrs. Thompson declared an interest in the Rufus Lane maintenance. 
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment

PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that the incidents of note in the parish consisted of one theft of fish from a pond and one theft of jewellery from a residential dwelling. There was one public order offence due to the escalation of a driving incident. There was one road related incident due to the manner of driving with the driver being located and a negative breath test provided. There was one domestic incident which was the escalation of a disagreement.
PCSO Madden informed the council that parking and access problems were being monitored at the school. Joint patrols were planned with SLDC enforcement to monitor dog fouling, littering, fly tipping and abandoned vehicles. The continued use of the laser speed gun was planned for Main Road and Carley Lane. Cumbria Police were making residents aware of an email scam requesting payment supposedly from TV Licensing.
Mr. Stretch reported that Main Road was still not being gritted during icy weather. Mr. Stretch to report this to County Councillor Mrs. Willis. 
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A resident requested a progress report on the container situated at Cowran Farm and the lack of screening as stipulated in the planning application. District Council Mr. Butcher reported that it was an ongoing enforcement matter.
5.  Highways
County Councillor Mrs. Willis indicated via email that there was nothing to report on the proposed Cross-a-Moor roundabout.
6.  Community Led Plan

A meeting was due to be held following the parish council meeting. A quotation for £664 had been obtained for the printing of 800 booklets for distribution to the parish residents. 
7.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received. 
b)The Chairman had written to the owners of the bungalow at the Swarthmoor entrance to the Rufus Lane Bridleway requesting permission for any necessary work for the bridleway improvement to be carried out on what was believed to be their land. Verbal agreement from the landowner had been given for the work to be carried out. Clerk to inform the Cumbria County Council Access Officer that permission has been obtained.
8.   Loppergarth

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received. Loppergarth Community Group had agreed that the plaque attached to the seat at Beckside donated by the Women’s Institute on the occasion of the coronation of Queen Elizabeth II could be relocated to the seat in Loppergarth Playgound. However, the seat only had one bar which already held a plaque. As the seat was not in very good condition, it was decided to obtain a quotation for new wood for the seat to accommodate both plaques. Mr. Stretch to obtain quotation for new wood for the seat and the resiting of the plaques.
9.  Parish Council

a)Mrs. Scrogham asked the council if she could tender for the £20 donated by a resident for use by the council to provide refreshments for the armchair yoga group to make it a social event. Speakers on welfare and wellbeing had also attended the yoga meetings. The donation was approved.
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b) The Kirkby Moor Wind Farm enquiry was due to begin on 22nd January 2019. Mrs. Thompson requested permission to forward to local farmers the email detailing information regarding rural grants. This was approved.
