2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

Mrs. Thompson declared an interest in the Rufus Lane maintenance. 
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment

The February 2019 meeting was cancelled due to the parish councillors not being able to achieve a quorum of three attendees.

PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that the incidents of note in the parish consisted of two fail to stop road traffic collisions resulting in one scratched vehicle and one vehicle with damage to the rear bumper area. There were two concerns for welfare which were resolved. There was one common assault with parties known to one another. There were four highway disruptions consisting of twenty sheep on the A590, one broken down vehicle on Main Road and two black ice/snow incidents on Main Road. There was one suspicious incident where a delivery driver was found in a residence but no crime was reported. 

PCSO Madden informed the council that internet safety and stranger danger talks were presented to all years at Pennington School. Parking and access problems were continuing to be monitored at the school. Joint patrols were planned with SLDC enforcement to monitor dog fouling, littering, fly tipping and abandoned vehicles. In addition, a complaint had been received regarding the propulsion of empty bottles and cans into the field on Swarthmoor Hall Lane. The continued use of the laser speed gun was planned for Main Road and Carley Lane. The ladies arm chair exercise group at the Reading Rooms received a fraud/scam presentation.
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County Councillor Mrs. Willis reported that she had requested the gritting of Main Road but it was a level three priority which was the same level as some schools. Potholes had been reported. A member of the public informed the council that the potholes on Main Road between Park Road and Urswick Road had been repaired.
District Councillor Mrs. Airey informed the council that she was contributing £500 from her Locality Budget towards the funding of health and wellbeing events identified by the Community Led Plan.
5.  Highways
County Councillor Mrs. Willis stated there was nothing to report on the proposed Cross-a-Moor roundabout. 
6.  Community Led Plan

It was reported that the Community Led Plan document was close to completion. It was proposed that historial photographs of ancient coins found in the parish would add interest when interspersed with the reading. Mrs. Thompson attended a Pennington School assembly. It was proposed that artwork produced by pupils would also be printed within the final document with a £10 book token prize for the piece of work to appear on the front cover. This would be chosen from the entries by the parish councillors. 
7.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received. 
b) A temporary closure notice for the Rufus Lane bridleway came into force on 11th February 2019 with the path only being closed when the works are being carried out.
8.   Loppergarth

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received. 
9.  Parish Council

a)Mrs. Thompson discussed the ‘Working Together’ email circulated by Cumbria County Council. This detailed the implementation of a standard approach towards health and safety for third parties carrying out work such as hedge trimming or grass cutting. It was proposed that Cumbria County Council be consulted if the council required such projects to be implemented.
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b) The parish council elections are due on 2nd May 2019. Nomination packs would be provided but, unlike previous years where the nomination papers could be posted, the completed forms are required to be delivered to the Kendal South Lakeland District Council office by hand. 
c)Mrs Scrogham reported that the Parochial Parish Council were to discuss the housing of the funeral bier in the church. 

10.   Year End

It was agreed that Mr. Crammond should be asked to carry out the internal audit of the parish accounts. Clerk to contact Mr. Crammond.
         11.  Sunnyside & Parish Rooms

         A quotation to rewire Sunnyside from a second electrician had been circulated via

         email, agreed by the councillors and the work completed. It was decided that the
         Sunnyside tenant should receive a tenancy agreement for the remainder of the year at 

         the previously decided increased monthly rent of £460.
