2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting

3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment

Mr. Thompson reported an overgrown hedge on Ulverston Road, Swarthmoor. Clerk to send resident a letter requesting the trimming of the tree.

County Councillor Mrs. Willis communicated that there was nothing to report on the proposed Cross-a-Moor roundabout. 
6.  Community Led Plan

Mrs. Scrogham reported that the final draft of the Community Led Plan document was complete. Feedback from ACTion for Cumbria was required prior to producing a black and white copy for parish council approval. d)The council thanked Mr. Thompson for very kindly staining the Pennington Lane Ends bus stop. The Miners Arms bus stop was discussed and it was decided that its condition should be assessed by Mr Thompson. Mr. Thompson to assess bus stop.
e)A plank of wood forming the seat on Main Road opposite the Park Road junction was split and the remainder of the seat was not in good condition. It was decided that all the wood on the seat should be replaced and the Women’s Institute plaque be transferred to the new seat. Mr. Stretch to arrange for the replacement of the wood on the seat and the transfer of the plaque.
