2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interest. 
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment

PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that there was one anti-social behaviour incident relating to an ongoing neighbour dispute. There were two resolved concerns for welfare and one missing person found safe and well. There was one civil dispute with parties known to each other. There was one incident of criminal damage with a motor vehicle being scratched while parked near the owner’s home in Swarthmoor. There was one road traffic accident involving three vehicles with minor damage and minor injury. The use of the laser speed gun is to continue on Main Road and Carley Close together with the parking and access patrols at Pennington School.
A member of the public thanked the parish council for arranging the resiting of the Women’s Institute coronation commemoration plaque from the damaged seat at Beckside to the Loppergarth Playground seat. He also provided a £20 donation to the parish council from residents.
County Councillor Mrs. Willis reported that she had requested Main Road be a higher priority for salt gritting.  The potholes between Channel House and Greenmoor, detailed by a resident, had also been reported. Mrs. Willis also recommended downloading an app, ‘what3words’, which utilises GPS to locate the mobile phone user to within three square metres.  It then provides the location in three words which the police and fire service can then use to locate the caller. This would be helpful in rural areas where there may be no distinctive landmarks.
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5.  Highways
There was nothing to report on the proposed Cross-a-Moor roundabout. 
6.  Community Led Plan

The Community Led Plan booklets had been delivered in the parish and very favourable feedback had been received. A Community Friendship Group was proposed to take the plan forward with a questionnaire regarding the group being delivered with the Community Led Plan Booklet. 
Mrs. Thompson and Mrs. Scrogham attended the Aldingham Parish Council meeting to speak about the Community Led Plan process. In addition, the Cumbria County Council Community Development Officer asked Mrs. Scrogham to attend a health and wellbeing meeting. The Development Officer for ACTion with Communities in Cumbria had requested permission to collate information from the Pennington Parish experience to provide information for a case study.
7.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received. 
b) The overgrown trees at the Trinkeld Park Estate entrance had been pruned.
8.   Loppergarth

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received
b)The potholes in Loppergarth Car Park had been repaired.
9.  Parish Council

a)None of the emails received required discussion.
b)  The Sunnyside annual lease was due for renewal in January and it was decided to increase the monthly rent from £460 to £480. Clerk to inform the tenant of rent increase and issue lease.
c) The annual allotment rent was considered and it was decided to maintain the rent at £30 per year. Clerk to issue allotment leases in January.
d) The annual grazing land rent was considered and it was decided to increase it from £285 to £300. Clerk to issue new lease in the new year.
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e) The clerk’s salary was considered and it was decided to increase it in line with the service in job salary scale and the national pay increase. This was increased to £314.20 per month. Clerk to submit the standing order amendment letter to the bank.
f)The community Christmas gifts were decided for Swarthmoor and Pennington with three nominations. Clerk to buy a £10 Booths voucher for each of them.

g)The advert for the parish clerk vacancy had appeared in the Community Chat magazine. It was due to be added to the parish council Facebook page. It was also decided to advertise on the online job vacancy system. Mrs. Thompson to enquire about placing the vacancy online.

a)A meeting to progress the Cross-a-Moor War Memorial centenary celebration had been planned for 19th November 2019 in the Parish Rooms.
