4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment

A member of the public wished everyone a happy new year. Mr. Thompson reported that he had retrieved several bags full of rubbish from behind the Ulverston Road, Swarthmoor bus shelter on the Ulverston side. Mr. Thompson requested the provision of a litter bin by the bus shelter. District Councillor Mrs Airey to request the provision of a litter bin.
PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that there was one resolved concern for welfare and two resolved missing person reports. There was one incident of harassment with both parties known to each other with the investigation ongoing. There was one assault causing actual bodily harm with both parties being known to each other and the offender being arrested. There was one road traffic accident involving one vehicle with vehicle damage only. There was one highway disruption due to a large Christmas tree being discarded at the roadside on the A590 between Lindal and Swarthmoor. There were two failure to stop road traffic accidents. One was on Swarthmoor Hall Lane and the other on the A590 in Swarthmoor with minor damage in both cases. The use of the laser speed gun is to continue on Main Road and Carley Lane. Shop lifting patrols were planned together with rural patrols with regard to farm thefts and the theft of quad bikes in particular. PCSO Madden advised that the monitoring of parking and access at Pennington School was ongoing. A fixed penalty notice for parking on double yellow lines in Fox Street, Swarthmoor had been issued by the parking enforcement officer.
