2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interest. 
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment

A member of the public informed the council about a newspaper article detailing how children in care were being placed in inappropriate accommodation supervised by unqualified staff. The article also reported that primary school children were being taught about the dangers of county lines drug gangs and knife crime.
PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that there was one resolved concern for welfare. There was one incident of harassment with both parties known to each other. There was one assault with both parties being known to each other. There was one suspicious incident involving a vehicle with everything in order and no offences disclosed. There was one failure to stop road traffic accident with minor damage. The use of the laser speed gun is to continue on Main Road and Carley Lane. Rural patrols were planned with regard to farm thefts. PCSO Madden advised that the monitoring of parking and access at Pennington School was continuing plus the Siemens ‘Safer to School’ initiative was ongoing.

Preparatory work on the Cross-a-Moor roundabout was continuing including drilling in the surrounding fields to determine water flow.

Mrs. Scrogham reported that a meeting with the administration managers of all the community Facebook pages resulted in an agreement to co-ordinate the Facebook content. In addition, a Community Chat Facebook page was to be created. A meeting had also been held regarding parking in the parish. Fun, metal information images supplied by Siemens requesting the lines by the school be kept clear had been installed. An article was also to appear in the Community Chat magazine reminding drivers of the safe distance to park from a junction. The Community Led Plan team were continuing to tick off actions on the working plan when they were achieved and were continuing to work with Pennington School.
